Makassed Philanthropic Islamic Association
of Beirut is a non-for-profit association
established in 1878. It provides services
within four main sectors: Education, health,
social services and exerts efforts in new fields
to enhance civic engagement among youth.
It is committed to providing equal education
opportunities for all, regardless of religion,
gender, ethnic origin or age.

Makassed runs a University in Beirut with
three faculties (Islamic Studies Faculty,
Nursing and Health Sciences, and Teachers
Training Faculty), in addition to 14 Schools
and a vocational and technical training center.
Makassed also operates a General Hospital,
four primary healthcare centers and three
mobile units that cater to the medical needs
of individuals across Lebanon.

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Makassed Sectors

1. Education Sector

A. Makassed University of Beirut
The University comprises of three faculties: Islamic Studies, Nursing and Health Sciences, and
Teachers Training Faculty.

Faculty of Nursing and Health Sciences

Established in 1948, the College of Nursing and Health Sciences is one of the oldest nursing
schools in Lebanon and the region.

Makassed embraced the school under its umbrella, continued developing it, and upgraded it
into the “Makassed Higher Institute for Nursing” in 1986, to offer the Bachelor of Science degree
in Nursing and Medical Laboratory Technology.

In 2006, the “Makassed Higher Institute for Nursing” became the “College of Nursing and Health
Sciences,” offering in addition to Nursing, Medical Laboratory, Respiratory Therapy (RT) and
Medical Radiation Technology (MRT), the Master’s in Nursing Degree was licensed in 2013.
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B. Makassed schools

Nowadays, 14 primary, elementary, middle and secondary schools educate more than 5,803
students from Akkar (North Lebanon) to the South, and from Beirut to the Beqaa.
Makassed schools are committed to provide subsidized education in elementary schools in
most of its rural schools, preserving its initial commitment to education.

It also has a comprehensive unit to educate children with learning difficulties and special needs

through the Makassed Learning Abilities Center at Khaled Ben El Walid, Lycée Khadija El Kobra
and Makassed Al Marj School.
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Faculty of Islamic Studies

Established in 1982, it has a distinguished elite of professors and a library specialized in Islamic
heritage, considered one of the richest libraries in Lebanon.

Understanding, tolerance, and acceptance are essential values to graduate students, researchers
and advocates of citizenship based on the tolerant concepts of Islam.

Faculty of Teachers’ Training
The Teaching Diploma degree was launched in 2021, taking into account the recent accelerating
advances in the field of education.
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C. Makassed Vocational and Technical Institute

Founded in 1994, Makassed Vocational and Technical Institute offers two types of programs:

¢ Various degrees and majors leading to Brevet Professionnel (BP), Technical Baccalaureate
(BT), and Technicien Supérieur (TS) Certificates;

¢ Accelerated and intensive courses in cooperation with various commercial and industrial
sectors.
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Hospital Departments:

1. Internal Medicine Department

The internal medicine department includes:
Cardiology;

Gastroenterology;

Dialysis Center;

Pulmonary / critical care;

Nerve and endocrine diseases;
Endocrinology.

The Department has been providing a
postgraduate training program for residency
at the American University of Beirut (AUB)
since 1984, and in 2019, it cooperated with
the Beirut Arab University (BAU) for the
residency program.

Our internal medicine training program
has been accredited by the Arab Council for
Health Specializations since 1991.

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2. Surgery Department

The Department of Surgery offers three

clinical post-grad residency training

programs:

3. Obstetrics and Gynecology

Makassed General Hospital is aleading provider
of medical and care services for pregnant
women. The department also has an IVF unit
for families with reproductive difficulties.
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2 - Health Sector

Makassed General Hospital

Since its foundation in 1930 in Beirut, Makassed General Hospital (MGH) provides patients

with high-quality and affordable services for all kinds of illnesses, diseases or injuries. It started

as a modest two-storey building with 13 doctors and 10 nurses.

MGH beliefs are in line with Makassed’s initial ethos with an emphasis on excellent health care

services, through:

¢ Responding to community needs and providing accessible and affordable medical services,
becoming a beneficiary-oriented organization catering to patients, clinicians and employees;

¢ Providingthehighestprofessional standards for patient care through advanced technologies;

¢ Providing comprehensive health services, including primary care, screening and
communication programs;

¢ Providing residency programs for local universities;

¢ Supporting continuous medical and paramedical research and education.
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7. Medical Imaging Department

The department offers state-of-the-art
medical imaging services thatallow doctors to
diagnose patients’ conditions. The Radiology
Residency Program was established, in 2019,
in cooperation with Beirut Arab University.

8. Department of Laboratory Medicine
and Blood Bank

The Department provides effective inpatient
and outpatient services; a wide range of tests
are performed on a daily basis with extreme
precision.
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9. Infection Control Program

The objective of the Infection Control
Program - IC, at Makassed General Hospital,
is to identify and reduce potential infection
risks in patients and healthcare workers.

10. Medical Research Unit

Establishedin 2000, the Medical Research Unit
at Makassed General Hospital (Institutional
Review Board - IRB), has an educational and
advisory mission, and performs its functions
in accordance with written operating
procedures.

To date, 235 studies have been published,
since the establishment of the IRB at MGH.
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4. Pediatrics Department

The Pediatrics Department occupies the third
floor at Makassed General Hospital and is one
of the important model departments in terms
of its modern medical and nursing services
that children need, from birth until the age of
eighteen.

The Pediatrics Department also includes a
Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) that
provides care to prematurely born babies
up to one month of age, while the Pediatric
Intensive Care Unit (PICU) provides critical
care and medical services for children from
one month to eighteen years of age.

5. Hematology and Oncology Department
The number of hematology and oncology
patients, especially those undergoing stem
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cell transplantation, is constantly increasing,
due referrals from local and regional hospitals
who recommend their patients to receive
treatment and undergo transplantation at
Makassed General Hospital. The Bone Marrow
Transplant Center performed about six
hundred and fifty-three (653) operations for
adult patients, and more than 76 operations
for infants and children.

6. Anesthetics Department

The Department of Anesthesiology offers a
3- year training program for clinical studies
in clinical residency in cooperation with BAU,
and the training program was approved by
the Arab Council for Health Specializations in
September 2015.
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B. Makassed Healthcare Bureau (MHCB)

The Makassed Healthcare Bureau (MHCB) was established in 1983 to monitor public health
and provide health assistance to the Lebanese community.

MHCB oversees four Primary Healthcare Centers (PHCCs) across Lebanon, including three
Mobile Medical Units (MMUs) in populated and/or remote areas in Beirut, the Beqaa Valley,
Akkar and Mount Lebanon.

It also implements a School Health Programs and deals with individual’s health focusing on
physical, mental, and psychological health.

3- Social Sector

Ward El Makassed Center

Ward El Makassed Center was established in 2014 to empower women and youth and improve e
their quality of life by giving them free training courses that enable them to work inside or

outside their homes (literacy, women beauty and makeup, artistic sewing, cooking). _

In 2022, in line with the center’s continuous development, Ward El Makassed restaurant was g
inaugurated and regularly provides catering for special occasions.

In 2023, Ward El Makassed shop opened its door at Makassed Center in Mar Elias and sells

handicrafts and delicacies prepared by trainees.
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Makassed Islamic Scouts

Association

Makassed Islamic Scouts Association was
established in Beirut in 1981, as authorized
by Article 662 of the Ministry of Education
and Higher Education. It is a voluntary non-
political movement for youth, open to all,
regardless of gender and race. Its activities
are based on the guidelines and principles
set by the World Organization of the Scout
Movement, while aligning to Makassed’s
education values.

The activities of the Scouts include Makassed
schools across Lebanon, with commissions
in Beirut, the Beqaa and Akkar, in addition
to the Music, Development and Community
Service Commissions.

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Scholarship Fund

Makassed established the Scholarship Fund to reduce school dropout in its schools, in a
persistent attempt to support parents who are unable to pay their children’s school fees due
to the deteriorating financial capabilities in light of the stifling economic crisis that Lebanon is
going through, which is the worst in its modern history.

The Development and Fundraising Department was able to support students who were
behind in paying their fees, for the academic year 2023-2022, as educational scholarships were
distributed among students in schools in Beirut and remote areas, in addition to the Makassed
Vocational and Technical Center. Moreover, the Department was able to pay balances to students
who were behind in paying their fees for previous years.

The program of educational projects, implemented thanks to donations collected to secure
scholarships for struggling students, will continue for the academic year 2024 /2023, with the
further deterioration of the Lebanese economic conditions.
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The following projects have been implemented thanks to generous donations

¢ Rehabilitation of the Computer Lab at Makassed Lycée Khadija El Kobra: Through a
contribution by Mrs. Dalia Slam Richani worth 23,738 USD, aimed at reinforcing the school’s
commitment to high-quality education.

¢ Renovation of the Science Lab at Makassed Lycée Khadija El Kobra: Through a contribution
by Mrs. Dalia Slam Richani worth 38,300 USD. This project is considered an important step
towards improving the quality of education and enhancing students’ experiences in the
science field, as it facilitates the development of their scientific research and investigation
skills.

¢ Establishment of a Robotics Lab at Makassed Vocational and Technical Center: Through
a donation from the Makhzoumi Foundation, Makassed was able to establish a Robotics
Laboratory at its Vocational and Technical Center; to help students enhance their creative
thinking and engineering skills, in addition to transforming theoretical concepts into
scientific applications. The cost of this project was $33,000.

¢ Renovation of schools amounting to $160,000, funded by the Makassed Foundation of
America;

¢ Rehabilitation of Makassed Vocational and Technical Center at a value of $9,964, funded by
Mr. Safadi Debs;

¢ Rehabilitation of Makassed Vocational and Technical Center at a value of $3,000 funded by
Mrs. Dina Kaddoura;

¢ Installation of solar panels at Al-Marj and Beit Ayoub schools worth $7,600, funded by Forsa
Foundation;

¢ Adonation from Nafda to Abi Bakr El Siddiq School amounting to $5,522;

¢ Purchasing uniforms for students of Makassed Vocational and Technical Center worth
$22,000, funded by the Charity Aid Foundation.
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Kulliyet Al Banat

Kulliyet Al Banat is a historic building in the Bashoura area of Beirut. Its construction dates back

to the era of the Ottoman King Ahmed Hamdi Pasha, the governor of Damascus, Syria. It was

known as the “Sultanate School” or “Ottoman Preparatory School.” The site was expanded again,

in 1884, to include a mosque.

¢ Built on 4,379 square meters of land, the impressive Arab-Islamic structure consists of two
squares paved with sandstone, reflecting the architecture of 19th-century Beirut;

¢ The structure features a unique red brick roof covering a wooden roof, its spacious rooms
feature high ceilings and stained-glass windows, as well as antique rectangular windows
with white limestone frames;

¢ The building’s former Ottoman royal office still bears the imperial crescent and star, which
symbolizes the coat of arms of the Ottoman Empire.

¢ The building was restored with the support of UNICEF in Beirut at a cost of 500,000 USD.
The amount will be allocated immediately upon completion of its restoration, making it a
premises for Makassed University and will include a museum and a public library.
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Restoration and rehabilitation of the
Makassed House building

The project aims at rehabilitating a historic
building to be used as Makassed main
headquarters. It will include a public
library that revive and enhance the cultural,
educational and professional impact. The
project was implemented under the funding
of Aleph Foundation and execution of IECD, at
an approximate cost of 500,000 USD.

Empowering Youth against Crises 2023-2022 project was implemented to train and support
Lebanese youth in the field of health services. The project included training 184 youth in
various professions in the health sector and providing opportunities to increase their income.
[t also included support for vocational guidance programs and placing %32 of graduates in job
opportunities.

It is worth noting that thanks to this project, partnerships with health institutions were
strengthened and health care services improved in the West Beqaa and across Beirut.
As of mid - 2023, the number of beneficiaries of accelerated vocational training, on-the-job
training, life skills, and language teaching and basic reading and writing programs reached

12,506 trainees.
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“Sanad” Project Provides the Necessary Support to Municipalities and Local Communities (GIZ)

“Sanad” provides support to municipalities and local communities (non-governmental

organizations, local committees, and local activities) to pursue their development role despite

the ongoing economic crises in Lebanon, through the following:

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Supporting the United Nations Human
Settlements Program (BERYT - UN Habitat)
In cooperation with the United Nations
Habitat Program and with funding from the
trust fund allocated to Lebanon under the
management of the World Bank, Makassed
seeks to implement a reconstruction project
for buildings damaged by the Beirut Port
explosion in the neighborhoods of Achrafieh,
Rmeil, Medawar, and Saifi.
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On the other hand, the Empowering Youth against Crises project was implemented by Makassed
in Beirut and the West Beqaa, with support of UNICEF Lebanon, to empower Lebanese and non-
Lebanese between the ages of 15 and 24 years old by providing them with skills based on the
needs of the labor market.

The accelerated vocational training benefited 392 youth; with 92 of them obtaining employment
and income opportunities. In addition, 320 youth were trained in positive leadership and
employability enhancement programs, while 96 others received training in mental health and civic
and social participation, which promotes the improvement of personal and collective social health.
