Makassed operates a network of primary and secondary schools, educating thousands of
students while remaining committed to semi-free education in rural areas and supporting
students with learning difficulties. This dedication reinforces its mission of ensuring equal
opportunities for all.
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2- Healthcare Sector

Makassed General Hospital (MGH)

Since its establishment in 1930, Makassed General Hospital (MGH) has transformed from a
three-story building into a comprehensive university hospital, offering high-quality healthcare
services to all segments of society. The hospital is dedicated to providing specialized care across
awiderange of fields, including internal medicine, surgery, obstetrics and gynecology, pediatrics,
oncology, anesthesia, medical imaging, and laboratories, as well as medical training programs
and scientific research in collaboration with local and international academic institutions.
MGH also houses a Hematology and Oncology Division, which includesa Bone Marrow Transplant
(BMT) center. The center performed Lebanon’s first successful spinal cord transplant and has
since conducted hundreds of successful surgeries for both adults and children. Additionally, the
hospital’s medical research unit has published over 235 studies since its inception.
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Makassed Vocational and Technical Institute (MVTI)

Makassed Vocational and Technical Institute (MVTI) was established in Beirutin 1994 to provide
specialized training programs tailored to the needs of the labor market. The institute offers
both academic and vocational programs, awarding recognized certificates such as the Brevet
Professionnel (BP), Technical Baccalaureate (BT), and Technicien Supérieur (TS). In addition,
it offers intensive training courses in collaboration with various commercial and industrial
sectors, enhancing young people’s opportunities to acquire practical skills.
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Makassed Volunteers Unit and Makassed Islamic Scouts Association
Makassed Volunteer Unit works to promote a culture of volunteerism. It provides volunteers
with the essential training to understand volunteer work techniques, encouraging them to
become active and responsible members of their community.

Makassed Islamic Scouts Association, founded in 1981 by a decision from the Ministry of
Education and Higher Education, is a voluntary, non-political scouting movement. It follows
the Universal Guidelines for the Scouting Movement while aligning with the educational values
of Makassed. Its activities are conducted across the association’s schools in various Lebanese
governorates, with delegations in Beirut, the Beqaa valley, and Akkar, as well as specialized
delegations in Music, Membership Development, and Community Service. These initiatives help
develop leadership skills and the spirit of teamwork among young people.
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Makassed Healthcare Bureau (MHCB)

Makassed Healthcare Bureau (MHCB) was established in 1983 to promote public health and
deliver preventive services to the community. The bureau currently operates four primary
healthcare centers and three mobile clinics, in addition to running a school health program.
MHCB addresses physical, mental, and psychological health, with the goal of achieving
comprehensive well-being for individuals.

Ward El Makassed Center

Ward El Makassed Center was established in 2014 to empower women economically and reduce
various forms of violence, fostering their active role in society. This is achieved through free
training courses in literacy, women'’s styling, artistic sewing, and cooking, offering women and
youth opportunities to work both inside and outside their homes.

In line with its continuous development, Ward El Makassed Restaurant opened in 2022,
providing catering services for special events. In 2023, Ward El Makassed Store was launched
to showcase and sell women'’s products, further enhancing their role in the local economy while
supporting the sustainability of the center’s activities.
